The Bible talks of heart disease as well. Our
hearts can be hardened against God. The heart is
deceitful above all things, and desperately sick;
who can understand it? Jeremiah 17:9 In order to
understand what the Bible means when it says our
hearts are desperately sick, we should understand
everything the Bible could mean when it says
‘heart.’

In the Bible, the heart is the center of the per-
son. This doesn’t mean the heart’s location, but
that it is central to our thoughts, emotions, and
spirit.

The heart is sometimes interchangeable with
the soul. It can also reflect our personality, our will,
our thoughts, and our emotions. We treasure
things in our hearts. One thing is clear from the
scriptures; God knows our hearts.

While the Bible clearly teaches the heart is de-
ceitful, God also sees what one’s heart can be.
When He chose a replacement for Saul as king,
he saw the full-grown sons of Jesse. But the Lord
said to Samuel, “Do not look on his appearance or
on the height of his stature, because | have reject-
ed him. For the Lord sees not as man sees: man
looks on the outward appearance, but the Lord
looks on the heart.” 1 Samuel 16:7

Instead, God chose Jesse’s youngest son, Da-
vid, who was keeping sheep. And when he had
removed [Saul], he raised up David to be their
king, of whom he testified and said, ‘| have found
in David the son of Jesse a man after my heart,
who will do all my will.” Acts 13:22

Because the heart is deceitful above all things,
we need a ‘heart transplant’ in order to enter God'’s
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kingdom. And I will give them one heart, and a
new spirit | will put within them. | will remove the
heart of stone from their flesh and give them a
heart of flesh, that they may walk in my statutes
and keep my rules and obey them. And they shall
be my people, and I will be their God. Ezekiel
11:19-20

This month, think of the love of the Father has
for us, that he would give the life of Jesus in our
place, in order for us to have new hearts and be
able to live with Him eternally.
